Three (3) bottles are recommended but at least two (2) bottles must be provided for each entry.

Standard 12 or 16 oz. glass bottles preferred. Bottles must be free of any labels, tape, raised glass designs, etched logos,
or other identifying marks. Swing tops are acceptable. No professionally/commercially brewed beers permitted.

A bottle ID tag must be attached to each bottle with a rubber band, and a completed entry form and payment must
accompany entries. Up to four (4) entries can be submitted on one entry form. If more entries are desired, please complete
additional entry forms and bottle ID tags as necessary.

Entry form(s) and bottle ID tags must be legible and completely filled out. Entrants may only submit one entry per
subcategory.

It is the responsibility of the brewer to decide and indicate on the entry form the appropriate category and sub-category for
their entry. Categories and subcategories are designated in the BJCP Style Guidelines, a copy of which is available at the
BJCP website http://www.bjcp.org/stylecenter.php . Only categories 1-23 will be judged in this competition. No meads or
ciders accepted.

Entries may be dropped off or shipped to the following establishments from July 1 to July 12, 2009 during normal business

hours. Do not ship entries via the US Postal Service. Appropriate entry fee(s) must accompany entry.

Judges will use the 2008 Beer Judge Certification Program Style Guidelines for this competition.

Depending on the number of entries and category distribution, categories and subcategories may be combined or separated for
judging and awards purposes however beers will be judged according to the category/subcategory in which they are entered.
Final category breakdowns will not be available prior to the competition and will be determined once all entries have been
processed.

Each entry will be evaluated by at least two judges. A final score will be assigned to each entry upon consensus of the judges.
This score will not necessarily be an average of each judge’s score.

The highest scoring entry in each category (receiving 30 points or more) will be entered into the Best of Show (BOS) round.

The BOS round will consist of at least three judges who will sample each entry and determine a winner through consensus. The
judges’ decisions are final.

First round judging will be a closed session on Sunday, July 26, 2009. Second round (if necessary) and Best of Show Judging
will commence at 2PM on August 1st in the Agriculture Pavilion.

A First, Second and Third Place winner be determined in each category and will be awarded a bottle ribbon and medal. The BOS
round winner will receive a trophy. Additional prizes may be awarded.

If a Best of Show is awarded, the champion brewer will be asked to assist the master brewers at Kroghs Restaurant and Brew
Pub in producing the winning recipe to be sold at Krogh’s Restaurant and Brew Pub. The winner will be asked to name the beer
which will be marketed as a “Seasonal”.
