10. Display table space limited to 24"W X 30"D. Rear of display may be no more
than 30" high against back wall.

11. Entries become the property of the Creative Arts for Home and Hobby
Division (formerly Home Economics) of the Sussex County Farm and Horse Show
and will be sold following the judging. (Crock-pots will be returned to owners at
the conclusion of the sale of entries. Crock-pots unclaimed after 5PM become
