AGRICULTURE AREA ATTRACTIONS

Besides the pole barns and Livestock Pavilion, the Agriculture Area offers other attractions for fairgoers.  The ShopRite Supermarkets Farm Fun Building has hands on activities for children.  They can maneuver their stick horses through a hay maze, build a scarecrow, wash and line hang clothes, or pick ‘apples’ for a start.  
Next to the Farm Fun Building, children can try the Junior Ag Agent Scavenger Hunt, sponsored by Holiday Inn Express Hotel & Suites in Newton.  Participants locate targeted and identifiable roosters throughout the Agriculture Area by using the clues on the scavenger hunt list.  When they find the rooster, they use a different paper punch to punch their list.  They can turn in a finished list for a patch and a certificate designating them Jr. Ag Agents.
Back after an absence of several years is The Melody Farm Follies, the singing vegetables show, giving continuous shows daily.  The animated cast members include Hap the Happy Farm Boy, Rocky Broccoli, Mr. Pineapple, Chiquita Banana, Lucy the Cow, Henrietta Hen, Mr. Sun, & Mr. Weed.  The background singers include Peas, Corn, Cabbage, Carrots and Tomatoes.

The Dream Camper Show: Boots & Britches is a live action cowboy presentation located next to Barn 6, the Small Animal Building.  Shows will be noon, 4:30 p.m., 6:30 p.m. and 8:30 p.m.
Founders Park, adjacent to the horse show, offers shade and seating for weary fairgoers.  Thanks in part to a longstanding sponsorship by Lakeland Bank, the park is an oasis of calm off the midway.  The gardens are groomed by the Master Gardeners.

The Milking Parlor, sponsored by Farmland Dairies, milks several cows on a schedule posted on the side of the building.  Milkers explain the process to audiences sitting on the bleachers.

Animal Story Time takes place in various barns throughout the day.  The daily schedule will tell you which barn to visit and which animal will be featured in the story.  At five p.m. daily, parents can take their children’s pictures with the goats raised by the 4-H members.
