FAIR FAMILY TREE

This year’s exhibit by the Fair History Committee will focus on some of the families who have played a role over multi-generations in developing the Sussex County Fairgrounds and the Fair.  Noted local artist Debby D’Aries graciously agreed to portray these families on a four foot by eight foot ‘tree’ made of all natural products, using apples of various sizes to show each generation.
