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                 2011   RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. This privilege is granted upon condition that the business be conducted in accordance with the laws of the State of New Jersey and of any municipality having jurisdiction, and the rules and regulations established by the owner, and purchaser forfeits all further rights to this privilege, without relief from any unpaid portion of the price or repayment of what has already been paid; and upon 24 hour notice to that effect from the owner, the purchaser is to immediately surrender the grounds of space occupied and cease doing business there.

2. There will be no vehicles allowed on the midway after 9:30 AM daily.

3. The concessionaire will obtain and maintain, at its own cost and expense, general public liability insurance insuring both itself and the owner and its officers, employees, volunteers, and agents against any and all liability or claims of liability arising out of, occasioned by or resulting from an incident or otherwise in connection with the operations to be carried out pursuant to the Contract to which this Rider is attached.   An Occurrence Limit of liability shall be provided for both bodily injury and property damage, the required limit being $1,000,000.  The policy of insurance shall be of a company or companies authorized to do business in this State and shall name the owner and its officers, employees, volunteers and agents as “Additional Insured.”  An original Certificate of Insurance evidencing the foregoing must be received by the owner as to adequacy of protection of the owner.  The concessionaire will also maintain,  at its own cost and expense, insurance coverage required under the Workers’ Compensation Laws of the State of New Jersey, with proof thereof to be posted as required by law and provided to the owner prior to set-up of operations.  

The concessionaire agrees that the owner and its officers, employees, volunteers, and agents shall not be liable for any damage or liability of any kind or for any injury to or death of persons, or damage to property of concessionaire or any other person, by any cause whatsoever, by reason of the operations to be carried out pursuant to the Contract to which this Rider is attached.  Concessionaire does hereby agree to indemnify and hold harmless the owner and its officers, employees, volunteers, and agents, from all claims, actions, demands, costs and expenses and liability whatsoever, including attorneys’ fees, on account of any such real or claimed damage or liability, and whether rightfully or wrongfully brought or filed.
4. Concessionaires and exhibitors must keep their locations in a neat and sanitary condition by removing any filth or refuse and placing the same in garbage cans.   Personnel shall be neat and presentable.  Portable living equipment, trucks, crates, or any other unsightly materials will not be allowed behind concessions where in view of the public.  Only such equipment, including canvas, may be used by the concessionaire as approved by the owner.  Owner has the right to have removed any offensive literature or other items that are deemed objectionable.

5. No advertising signs other than those pertaining to the particular concession for which space is used shall be displayed on any stand or booth and signs thus permitted shall be placed so as not to interfere or obstruct the view to or from other booths.  No public address systems permitted without the consent of the management.  Consent may be revoked at any time due to misuse.

6. All requests for space must be made on forms furnished by the owner.  The right to reject any or all requests is reserved.  If the owner cancels its Fair or Exhibit or does not sponsor a Fair or Exhibit for any reason whatsoever, the money paid on this contract shall be returned and the owner shall not be obligated to sponsor any Fair or Exhibit, nor shall it be liable to the exhibitors or concessionaires in any manner whatsoever.

7. All buildings to be occupied and fixtures of any type attached to such buildings, are the sole property of the owner, and any improvements and/or additions made by the concessionaire to the building and/or fixtures, may not be removed upon the expiration of this agreement, but shall become the sole property of the owner.

8. The concessionaire and its successors shall not assign or underlet this agreement or any part thereof or make any alterations to the buildings and/or fixtures without the owner's written consent.

9. If the price and/or rent for the concession based totally or partially upon gross sales or receipts then the concessionaire shall maintain an accurate record of such gross sales and/or receipts and shall keep such records available at all times for the owner and/or its representative to inspect such records to verify such gross receipts and/or sales.

10. The payment of any and all sales taxes imposed by Federal, State and/or local governments upon the operation of the concession, and the keeping of the records therefore shall be the sole responsibility of the concessionaire.

11. All exhibits and concessions must be open to the public by 10 AM of each day.  They must remain open until 10 PM, except for the final day, when they must remain open until the established closing time.  In addition all vendors must remain open until 10:30 PM the first and second Friday nights and the first and second Saturday nights.
12. All food and beverage concessions must post a price card, such card to be of such size and type that the card can be easily read from all parts of the location where the public is served.  NO handmade signs allowed.

13. All foods and beverages shall be purchased, stored, displayed and sold in strict compliance with the regulations of the State, County and local Boards of Health.  All certificates issued by the Board of Health must be prominently posted.

14. There shall be no gambling nor holding of lotteries of any type by the concessionaire, and, in the event the concessionaire deviates from the regulation, then the concessionaire shall indemnify and hold harmless the owner for any and all damages incurred by the owner by reason of such deviation in the same way and to the same extent as provided for in Paragraph 3 hereof.
15. The owner shall have no liability whatsoever from any loss resulting to the concessionaire, directly and indirectly, from strikes, labor disturbances, premises, weather, and other uncontrollable events, and there shall be no rebate or refund of the rental fee herein because of such losses.

16. Failure of either party to exercise any right contained herein shall not be construed as a waiver of the exercise of such right by either party at some subsequent date.

17. No dogs shall be allowed at large on the grounds.

18. Concession stands provided by the concessionaire must be neat and professional in appearance (not of “makeshift” variety).  Owner reserves the right of approval.

19. Exhibitors, vendors, and concessionaires may not protest, harass or demonstrate against other exhibitors, vendors, concessionaires or guests of the New Jersey State Fair.  Noncompliance may result in immediate removal from the fairgrounds of the individuals and their organization, with complete forfeiture of any and all fees paid for space rental.

20. Guests, exhibitors and concessionaires of the New Jersey State Fair® / SCF&HS are prohibited from distributing any material (such as, but not limited to brochures, windshield stuffers, and stickers) on any property owned by the New Jersey State Fair® / SCF&HS.  Current exhibitors and concessionaires may distribute their material from their booth only.  Violators may be subject to a penalty fee to cover the cost of clean up.

21. Pepsi Cola is the approved soft drink vendor.  All food vendors must purchase their product from our supplier.
